Classroom complexity can include students:

« with diverse physical, emotional, medical « from different social-economic backgrounds
and psychological needs + who need extra learning supports

« who lack English language proficiency « in a variety of other situations or scenarios

« with learning disabilities who need extra care and attention

¢ with intensive needs

HOW DO WE ADDRESS CLASSROOM COMPLEXITY?

Each student is unique, so plans to address complex needs are tailored to each student and
scenario to help them succeed. Plans can include:

« extra time with a classroom teacher * a psychologist

« an educational assistant « acounsellor

« English as additional language intervention » a medical facilitator

« small group instruction (within and outside « physical accommodations to the

« alearning assistance teacher (LAT) » specialized transportation

CAPITAL AND FACILITY MAINTENANCE

The budget includes:
